Coming Events

Combined State Training will be held at Campbell Town High School at 10 AM on the 15th January and will last for three hours or more.  Anyone on the State Team who does not attend should make the reasons for non attendance known to the coaches or the president. 

There will be a tournament held at the Launceston Indoor Sports Centre on the 29th of January and participation in this event is considered part of State Training.  Medicals and Weigh in will be at 4 PM and competition starts promptly at 6PM.  There are twenty five bouts on the program.

There will be combined State Training at 10 AM on Saturday the twelfth of February at the Campbelltown High School.  Anyone not attending should notify the President or one of the State Coaches of their non attendance and why.

Southern State training will be held on the following Sunday at the Clarence PCYC at Bellerive.

The Australian Championships will be held at the Calabria Club in Melbourne from the third to the sixth of March 2011and accommodation for the State Team has been booked at the Vibe Motor Inn about three and a half blocks from the venue.  Accommodation will cost about seventy to seventy five dollars per night per person and will need to be paid about two weeks before the titles in full to Boxing Tasmania.  Athletes and coaches will need to arrive in Melbourne on the 2nd of March and depart for home on the 7th of March.

Air fares should be booked now to avoid high costs.  Cheap air fares are still available if you avoid delay.
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Important Reminders

All Registrations, coach, boxer and club, expire at the end of February and no boxer will be allowed to compete until he, his club and his coach have renewed their registration for 2011.  State training will also be a registration day and all registrations will be granted at a reduced cost to those who pay on the registration day.
No Junior, Youth or Elite boxer will be allowed to compete in the Australian Championships without a passport.  Only Sub Junior (under 15 years) boxers will be allowed to compete without a passport in 2011. Passports may take some weeks to be processed so no time should be wasted. 

State Uniforms (tracksuits) should be ordered and fitted now to allow time for embroidery etc. They are available from Badger Makes Badges at Bathurst Street Hobart for coaches as well as officials and competitors.
Any Boxer competing on the 29th in Launceston must ensure that he or she is registered and had a medical before the night of the tournament.  This is a large tournament and there will be no time to carry out those formalities on the night.

Coaches are reminded to carry and present their record books to an official at the tournament.

Championship Officials

No-one has stepped forward to take the team managers job for the Australian Championships so the President will be looking for a suitable recruit in the next week.  You are reminded that this will be a larger than usual team and there will be rules and guidelines for team members, officials and coaches to ensure that our reputation for reasonable behaviour is maintained. 

Courses

Boxing Tasmania will be conducting courses for coaches, referees and judges in the near future and all clubs are expected to encourage some members to participate in the courses.  You are reminded that we will be continuing our appointment of junior R&J and coaches from 15 years upwards if you have any likely prospects in your club.
